This past year has been a joyous celebration for Northeast Lakeview College as we've celebrated

15 years of service in Bexar, Guadalupe, and Comal Counties. The success of our students, faculty,
staff, and administration has rippled across the region. Much like the ripples created when a stone is
tossed into a river, these ripples continue to expand across the water’s surface until they reach the
outer banks and make their way back.
