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TRIO program students at Palo Alto College give back to community

The TRIO Upward Bound program at Alamo Colleges District-Palo Alto College will participate in the second
annual Pleasanton City Park community service project on Saturday, July 5, in Pleasanton, Texas, from 8
a.m. to 3 p.m.
