Step 1: Getting Started
e Click on "Portfolios" tab at the top of the page.
o You will see either Assessment or Presentation view.
e Assessment View: If an instructor has assigned a portfolio for a class assessment, you will see this as an
option from the "Assessment" view.
e Presentation View: This view allows you to create your own portfolio. Click on "Create Portfolio" to get
started.
e Itis required to enter a Portfolio Name and a Portfolio Description.
e Click “Create”

Step 2: Customizing the Title Bar
e The Edit button allows you to edit the Portfolio Name and Description.
e The Design button allows you to edit text color, background color and background image.
e The Preview button allows you to see what the portfolio looks like to others.

Click “Add Page”
e Click “Gallery Page”

e Click “Save”
e To upload an image or document, click “Upload Image”
e ltisrequired to enter a Title and optional to enter a Description.
e ltisrequiredto Drag a file or Click to select from your computer.
e Click “Add Card”
e Continue to add as many cards to this page.

e To upload a video link, click “Add Video Link”

e Itis required to enter a Title and optional to enter a Description.
e Itis required to enter a YouTube URL in Paste the YouTube link...
e Click “Add”

e Click “Add Card”

e Continue to add as many cards to this page.

b) JOURNAL PAGE
Click “Add Page”
e Itis required to enter a Page Title and optional to enter a Description.
e Click “Save”
e Click “Add Entry”
e Itis required to enter under Add tittle to this journal entry and a Enter your journal entry
here.
e Click “Save”
e For more entries, click “Add Entry”.

c) SIMPLE PAGE
Click “Add Page”

e Itis required to enter a Page Title and optional to enter a Description. Please note: The
description box has a word limit, however, the text box after clicking "save" does not have a
word limit.

e Click “Save”

e Enter your text in the box provided.

e Click “Save”

3. SUBMIT YOUR EPORTFOLIO
e Click "Share" (greenish tab in upper right corner in the banner)
e Click the box to Make This Portfolio Public
e Copy and paste the URL link into the “ePortfolio Link” box on the Student Showcase Poster Competition
Entry Form from the website.
